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Blockchain is a cutting-edge and emerging
technology today. However, there are mixed
views from users due to the complexity of
the technology, its maturity level, and
unconventional usage that does not
highlight the real value of blockchain. GIS
technology, an inherently location-based
technology, can help answer the question of
where a blockchain transaction has
occurred. The combination of blockchain
with GIS underlies the concept of
GeoBlockchain. This new framework could
enhance and promote better data
communication and information data
exchange for a trust-free process,
especially in the supply chain and land
ownership use cases.
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
